Next, Marvin's teacher says that because he is left-handed he must have roya blood. And finally, Marvin
does not remind his grandmother of anyone elsein the family. All of this assures Marvin that he must have
been kidnapped at birth and accidentally given to Mr. and Mrs. Redpost.
